Nannapat Khoncharoenkai has steadily carved out her place as one of the defining figures in the rise of Thailand

women’s cricket, a wicket-keeper batter whose composure and consistency have anchored the team through a

transformative era. Making her international debut in 2018, she quickly established herself not just as a dependable

presence with the bat, but as a sharp and agile guardian behind the stumps, bringing balance and assurance to the

Thai lineup.

Her journey reflects both personal growth and the broader evolution of Thailand as a competitive force on the global

stage. By the time she stepped onto the field at the ICC Women’s T20 World Cup 2020, Nannapat had already become

an integral part of the squad, trusted for her ability to absorb pressure and contribute in crucial moments. That

experience on one of cricket’s biggest stages only strengthened her resolve, shaping her into a more mature and

tactically aware cricketer.

In the years that followed, she continued to build an impressive body of work in T20 internationals, where her impact

has been most pronounced. Accumulating over 2,400 runs with a healthy average and a strike rate hovering around 90,

she has delivered ten half-centuries, often acting as the stabilizing force in Thailand’s batting order. Her highest score

of 75 stands as a reminder of her ability to shift gears when needed, blending patience with controlled aggression.

Behind the stumps, her 50 stumpings and dozens of catches underline her exceptional reflexes and game awareness,

making her one of the most effective wicket-keepers in associate cricket.



Her contributions are not limited to the shortest format. In One Day Internationals, she has shown resilience and

adaptability, compiling valuable runs while maintaining high standards in the field. Across List A and domestic T20

competitions, her performances mirror the same traits—discipline, reliability, and a deep understanding of her role

within the team structure.

Beyond bilateral series, Nannapat’s career has been enriched by participation in major tournaments and

franchise-style competitions. She featured in the FairBreak Invitational T20, gaining exposure to a diverse and

competitive cricketing environment, and further honing her skills alongside and against international talent. Looking

ahead, her involvement in events such as the SEA Games 2025 and the ICC Women’s Emerging Nations Trophy 2025

highlights her continued importance to Thailand’s ambitions on the regional and global stage.

What defines Nannapat Khoncharoenkai is not just her statistics, but her consistency of purpose. She plays with a

calm assurance that steadies those around her, whether she is rebuilding an innings or executing a lightning-quick

stumping. As Thailand women’s cricket continues its upward trajectory, she remains at the heart of that journey—a

player whose quiet determination and all-round skill set embody the spirit of a team on the rise.
